We're thankful to Andrew and
Nigel for getting our car park at
Rehoboth into commission.

For
those of us with some involve-
ment in seeing the project de-
velop from planning to comple-
tion it was a bit like the well
known experience of sitting in
traffic queues on the M25! But
then it all happened — everything
cleared and, as when the traffic
clears and you can't see what
had caused the holdup, the work
was completed in a fortnight or
so and we wonder what all the
delay was about.

Of course, we now have a new
situation to cope with — the con-
gestion may be off the streets,
but it's now in the car park. What
a good opportunity for us to
practice patience and under-
standing with one another’s
parking habits! It reminds me a
little of the board game ‘Rush
Hour’ where a car has to be
extracted by moving other cars
around to provide an exit.

Our lives can become rather
like a congested car park, don’t
you think? So many things can
fill our thoughts and minds —
problems to be solved, worries
and concerns, perhaps sinful
thoughts and desires, excessive
commitments. They can cause
our devotion and service for the
Lord to become jaded and jeop-
ardised. When Nehemiah was
leading the Jews in the work to
rebuild the walls of Jerusalem,
their enemies did their best to
confuse and confound the work.
Even some of Nehemiah’s own
people complained: “The
strength of those who bear the
burdens is failing. There is too
much rubble. By ourselves we
will not be able to rebuild the
wall” Neh 4:10.

No doubt there was much rubble.
To use another analogy, they
couldn't see the wood for the
trees. Nehemiah’s response to his
people was: “Do not be afraid ...
Remember the Lord, who is great
and awesome.”

Do you find at times that you can
feel stressed with the congestion
of so much ‘traffic’ in your life?
Perhaps it's that word that's
needed at such times — Don’t be
afraid — remember the Lord.
He’s the One who cares so much
about us. Whether in the frantic
busyness of our lives — remember
the Lord; the physical weakness
we may feel — remember the
Lord; the conviction of sin that,
after all, his Holy Spirit brings to
us — remember the Lord; that
feeling of loneliness and worry for
the future — again, remember the
Lord. And just consider, he is
great and awesome and can see
you through that congestion into
clearer paths of trust in him. He
wants the best for us. The trouble
always comes when we think we
know best. Do you need to submit
to the Lord and allow him to re-
move the rubble, the congestion in
your life — today.
